Driver Eligibility Requirements

The parameters shown below indicate general driver acceptability.  The Insurance Company reserves final approval of all drivers under this program.

a. Must be at least 24 years of age and no more than 65 years of age, and have a valid Commercial Drivers License.  Must be at least 25 years of age if operating dump equipment.

b. Must have a minimum of two years over the road verifiable driving experience in the type of equipment to be insured.

c. No major violations within the past 36 months.  Refer to the list of major violations.

d. Drivers with the following are generally not acceptable:

1. More than two minor violations within the past 24 months

2. More than three minor violations within the past 36 months.

3. More than one at-fault accident within the past 36 months.
